Narrator: This is Margaret. [Working in a school cafeteria.] This is her boss.  
 
Ivan Katz, Superintendent of Schools: The thing about Margaret is she particularly takes pride 
in her work. 
 
Narrator: This is one of the school’s students.

She came over to me 
and she did the Heimlich maneuver to save my life.

We, as a district, and me 
personally, we could not be prouder of Margaret’s actions. She saved that child’s life.
